There will be two different divisions in the archery competition, NASP Genesis™ and Open. Within each

division, groups will be separated into Juniors (5™ to 8" grade) and Seniors (9" to 12™ grade).

Procedural rules, course of fire, scoring, etc. will follow the National Governing Body (NGB). During the

NASP Genesis™ division, bows with sights will not be allowed. Sights are allowed in the Open division.

Face targets

80 cm faces, 5-color face

Juniors — 10 and 15 meters in that order
Seniors — 15 and 20 meters in that order

6 ends of 5 arrows each from each distance

10-1 from the center outward, bulleyes will be noted. Tie breaks will follow NGB
rules.

3-D targets

Targets will be an assortment of face targets and 3-D targets.

For some targets, the distance will be noted. Otherwise, targets will be at an
unknown distance.

For each target, participants will have 2 shots.

10-1 from the center outward, bulleyes will be noted. Tie breaks will follow NGB
rules. On 3-D targets, shooters will be awarded 10 points for the inner vital area
and 5 points for a hit outside the vital area. Hits in other areas will be a -5.
Bounce outs, pass throughs or clean misses will be scored a 0.
