
Caring for Floppy Disks and CD-ROMs 
To keep floppy disks and CD-ROMs in good 
working order, you must handle them with 
care. Here are some simple rules to follow to 
protect the life of your disks. 

• Handle floppy disks by the label only.  
Do not touch the metal part. 

• CDs should be handled by their outside 
edges. Never touch the surface of the 
CD. 

• Keep them dry and clean. 
• Keep them out of direct sunlight, heat or 

freezing temperatures. 
• Never put them on top of your  

computer, monitor, microwave, TV or 
near any magnetic field. 

• Write on the label first, then attach it to 
your disk. 

• Store all disks in jackets, boxes or 
cases.
